Goals and Objectives
The main objective of this course is to learn how to make dynamic, interactive web sites and configure servers that will manage them. We will learn HTML, CSS, JavaScript, Dreamweaver, Photoshop, Flash, Content Management Systems, Servers, Web Hosts, etc. The crowning achievements for the course are to make a career portfolio that will make the students more marketable in the workforce, take and pass the Certified Internet Webmaster (CIW), Internet Computing Core Certification (IC3), and Adobe exams so they'll be able to add those achievements to their resumes and portfolios.

Class Fees – Total is around $300 and these amounts are NOT due at the same time
1.  $60+ for webhost (Hostmonster) – beginning of year (recommended but not required) 

2.  $30 for first CIW test – 2nd quarter
3.  $80 for 2nd CIW test – 4th quarter
4.  $45 for IC3 unlimited retakes – beginning of year 

5.  $45 for three Adobe tests unlimited retakes – beginning of year

6.  $40 for SLCC credit – beginning of year.  

7.  $15 Skills USA membership fee (completely optional)

8.  $8-$18 for Domain name **do not do this if you get a webhost like Hostmonster.  This is only if you just want a domain like hi.com and not a host**

Supplies Needed
Most of the work needs to be done at the school because we have the computers and software. Throughout the end the year, the students will be taking the CIW which include two sections: Site Development Associate, and Web Design Specialist. For SDA there is a $30 fee and for WDS it’s $80. Also, we take another industry certification called the IC3 that has three sections. The total cost for that certification is $45 ($15 per section) with unlimited retakes.  We have also adopted Adobe’s certifications for Flash, Dreamweaver and Photoshop.  The students will have the opportunity to get certified in those as well.  The price for that is $45 for all three certifications with unlimited retakes.  The prices for these tests have educational discounts that cut the price usually in half and depending on the test, sometimes more. 

Finally, it is recommended that the students get a paid webhost and register a domain name (their own .com) or use free hosting.  I highly recommend using a paid webhost because it’s a lot more reliable and has a lot more features than the free hosting does.  It also looks a lot better to future employers if they have their own host and domain name.    The paid host I recommend is Hostmonster at www.hostmonster.com it costs anywhere from $48 to $70 depending on how long you sign up for.  This price is for the whole year and it comes with a free domain name (for the first year) that the student can choose.  If the student doesn’t want the paid hosting and just wants to get a domain name they can buy one for a minimal fee ($8-$18 a year) and then hook that domain up to a free host.  The place I recommend to get a domain is http://www.netfirms.com  they are the cheapest I’ve found.  If money is an issue, the student can use a free domain and a free host but if possible, I would avoid that.  
Concurrent Enrollment (College Credit)
For this class there are a total of 7 Salt Lake Community College credits that can be earned.  ART 1800 (4 credits) and ART 2440 (3 credits).  To get the college credits sign up to become a Salt Lake Community College student through this link here:

The fee to sign up for these credits is $40. If the student has already signed up and paid the fee at their home high school all they would need to do is give me their S number and I will register them into the class.  There must be a total of 10 students in the class signing up for this and the deadline for this is the beginning of September.
Attendance Policy
Every class period is two and a half hours so therefore, attendance is completely mandatory.  If the student misses, they will receive a 0/40pts for the day and will not be able to make it up unless the absence is excused.  If there are any circumstances I need to know about please come talk to me. 

Makeup Work
This class relies heavily on hands on labs and projects. A new skill will be shown and the assignment will be to use that skill in a productive way. The assignment due dates will be found on the class forum calendar.  There will be projects that will require more time. If the student fails to turn in the assignment on time, they will have the next day to turn it in with a 20% deduction. After that, the late work will not be accepted. If there are any circumstances that I need to know about, come talk to me and we will see what we can be done.

Class/Lab Rules
1. Do not install any software on the computer unless you get approval from me

2. There is a designated area for drinks.  When you enter the classroom put it there.  No food at the computers.    
3. No playing games or wasting your time on websites you shouldn't be on

4. No talking on cell phones during class
5. There is no toleration for disrespect of one another. This classroom will be a place where learning can take place in a safe and welcoming environment. This rule applies to the teacher just as much as it applies to the students.

Assignments and Participation Points
Each day there will be 40 participation points given or taken away. If the student misses class and does not have an unexcused absence they will receive a 0 for the day. Also, if they are tardy the 40 points will drop down to 20. The moment I see a student not working or wasting their time, the points will be taken away and the student will receive a 0 for the day. This is up to my fair discretion. 
The assignments will be based on labs and portfolio projects. The labs will be graded on a complete or incomplete system. If the student does it, they get the credit. The portfolio projects will be graded on design, function, and the overall feel of the site. The student's work will be posted on our class website so they can show friends, family, etc. None of their personal information will be posted though like name, address, phone number, etc. There will be many other assignments during the year that the students will be asked to complete. When those days come, I will inform the students and prepare them for the assignments. 
Academy of Information Technology (AOIT)
Enrolling in this class automatically makes the students part of the Academy of Information Technology (AOIT). Every Monday, there will be an academy meeting where we will meet with three other classes which are Programming, Multimedia, and Computer Repair. In the Academy we learn necessary skills that the students can apply to their lives that will, if applied correctly, make them more employable. For each Academy meeting, it will be required of the students to dress up professionally. The young men will be required to have a nice button down shirt, tie, slacks, and nice shoes. The young women can wear a modest dress that goes below the knees or a professional suit with nice slacks and button up shirt. Dressing up on Mondays earns the students 50 points and failing to do so gives them a 0. 

Work Ethic and Responsibility
I want to emphasize the fact that I hope each one of my students earns an A and I will do all that I can to make that happen, sadly enough though, I am only half the picture. I can only do so much and take that promise so far because the rest relies on the student. Here is the key to earning an A in my class: Come to class everyday, and do all your work. It's that simple. Those are things the students should be doing anyways. If the student maintains that kind of work ethic, they will be very successful and do well in the class.

I do not accept work at the end of the semester/quarter just to higher their grade or to get a low D and pass. If the student wastes their time all quarter/semester/year, they have already made the decision to fail and will receive an F by doing so. I firmly believe passing a student when they should have failed teaches them that if they do nothing, they get something for it and I do not want my class to reflect that mindset.  I expect the students to act like adults and to take responsibility for their own actions for the things they did and didn't do. 
Personal Skill Development
The Canyons Technical Education Center accepts students from many different high schools. For that fact, it is imperative that the students learn how to interact with people they don't know on a group and one on one basis. Each Friday or whenever I deem necessary, for the last half of class, we will have an activity that helps the students build their personal skills with their fellow classmates, helping our class become more united. These activities are meant to engage the students with each other and help them to relate with each other while building their personal skills. I firmly believe when students feel comfortable and happy with the classroom situation they are put in, learning will take place more strongly.  This is given as a reward to those who have worked all week and never wasted time.  If a student receives a 0 for their participation points on any day of that week, they will be doing book work while the rest of the class participates in the activity.
Extra Credit
I definitely give extra credit when it's due. During the year I will ask the students to build a home server and parents, it is completely safe and will not destroy your computer if they do this assignment. This will be worth extra credit. I give extra credit when the industry certifications like the CIW and IC3 are achieved. If on one of the student's assignments they went the extra mile and added a lot more content then was required, they will receive extra credit. Again, this is up to my discretion but it does happen a lot when amazing work and great accomplishments happen.
Blog Updates
During this year the students will be creating and maintaining a blog throughout the year.  A blog is basically an online journal where a person writes about whatever they want.  These blogs that the students will be creating will mostly be about the class but can have other subjects as well.  There will be two high quality blog posts required each month that they are in the class and this will go on their grade.  These blogs will be online for the whole world to see so it will require that you sign the Media Release Form before the students can do this assignment.  If the blog becomes popular and the student puts ads on it, there is a good chance they could earn money doing this.
Field Trips
During the year, we will be visiting some local web design studios to learn more about the industry.  This is to show the students what it would be like to be a web designer if they choose to take that up as their career. A field trip release form will be required for this with parental signature. 
Client Work
During this year some students may have the opportunity to work for clients.  Web Design is an in demand skill and many times, prospective clients come to us wanting our services.  I hope to show the students exactly what it's like to work for someone and to have a job in this field.  Client work yields a higher quality learning experience that the students will appreciate 
Media Release Form

This is a Web Development class so that being said, the things the students will be doing and creating will be posted online.  In other words, anyone in the world will be able to see what they are developing.  Therefore, it’s required that the students sign the Media Release Form which is basically giving us the permission needed to let your student create and post things on the internet and it also lets us know that you are aware of the risks involved with having an online presence.  
Competitions
During the year some students will be involved in competitions as well as being a member of Skills USA.  We compete in a Salt Lake Community College Art Show, Utah Media Arts Festival, and Skills USA.  There is a fee to be a member of Skills USA which is $15 and is optional.  Not every student has to participate.  If the student wants to compete they must pay this fee.  If the student makes it to the national competition there is a fee to attend that which will be talked about at that time.
